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Apostle Timothy of the Seventy (+96).                       
Timothy, meaning "honoring God" or "honored by God”, was a 1st  
bishop. The New Testament indicates Timothy traveled with Saint 
Paul, his mentor. He is addressed as the recipient of the Epistles to 
Timothy. Saint Timothy is mentioned in the Bible at the time of 
Paul's second visit to Lystra, where Timothy is mentioned as a 
"disciple." Paul, impressed by his "own son in the faith," arranged 
that he should become his companion. Timothy was ordained and 
went with Paul on his journeys. Timothy is praised by Paul for his 
knowledge of the Scriptures. Paul consecrated Timothy as bishop of 
Ephesus in the year 65, where he served for 15 years. In the year 80, 
Timothy tried to halt a pagan procession of idols. In response to his 
gospel preaching, angry pagans beat him, dragged him through the 
streets, and stoned him to death. In the 4th century, his relics were 
transferred to the Church of the Holy Apostles in Constantinople.

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Annual Pastor’s Report 
 
By all accounts, the past six months at Holy Trinity far surpasses the 
previous six months. The reasons for this are many, and all have 
been outlined in one form or another, either from the ambo, or by 
insertion in the weekly bulletin. Some might even say the current 
life at Holy Trinity is beyond what many have experienced in at least 
a decade. It seems unlikely any of us would want to lapse back into 
that period, a time of struggle and simply maintaining the state quo, 
without any vision, without any hope. 
 
Much of what I write today, many have heard me state previously, 
yet putting it in a document will perhaps allow it to resonate a bit 
more. The effort to re-build the parish began in the summer. Parish 
ministry cards were the first step, and things have grown since then, 
including a dynamic web site which allows for input. Visitors have 
joined us on a regular basis since then, including but certainly not 
limited to, the Fetzo Family, Bonnie Morrison, Victoria Villano, and 
for a while we were joined by Suzanne Bartley from Cromwell, and 
her five year old son, Jonathan. We are hopeful of their return. The 
UConn OCF, although perhaps not as large in terms of numbers than 
in past years, remains firmly linked to our parish. It is difficult to 
image life at Holy Trinity without their presence  and enthusiasm. 
Our Sunday worship has increased between 20-22% the past four 
months. Our choir sings beautifully and prayerfully week after week, 
and the altar servers  are diligent and more attentive than in years 
past.  
 
Perhaps what is even more significant is the overall increase in a 
commitment to outreach, which quite obviously advances the entire 
Gospel message, and must remain at the very core of all that we do 
as a community, and aspire to as Christians, as children of God. 
Without outreach, our significance is greatly reduced.    
 
The Vision 2012 statement is one of the new items on this morning’s 
annual agenda. A small fall bazaar is another. We owe it to those 
who are presenting these ideas to listen with an pure heart and a 
clear mind. Vision 2013 will eventually replace Vision 2012, and 2014 
will replace 2013. In this way, we are able to take the basic Christian 
components of what we do well (3 M’s – spelled out today), and 
then objectives will be defined in terms of how we are able to 
accomplish them. It’s an easy idea to grab on to.   
 
On Sunday, March 11, Holy Trinity has been asked to host the 
Connecticut Deanery for Lenten Vespers (4:00p). Beyond not being 
to turn down the invitation, it is a wonderful opportunity to show 
the Connecticut Deanery what goes on in this little parish in the 
eastern part of the state. Pleases save this date. The Walk for 
Warmth, a bazaar, and if the UConn OCF wants our support for 
anything, our community will assist them in any way possible.   
 
The budget proposed today is slightly smaller than 2011. The  
reasons  include, a) Our annual Fair share has been reduced (~$625), 
and b) No All-American Council. It is unreasonable – and as a word 
of caution – to expect this to continue in the years ahead. It is 
important for each person to understand this, so that complacency 
does not set it. Although we fell less than 2% shy of meeting our 2011 
budget, we finished in the red because the All-American Council and 
substitute clergy expenses were not utilized. A small post card or 
letter will be sent in February to those who the Parish council 
considers Holy Trinity members for 2012. The card or letter will 
indicate as such, and each person or family is then asked to pay their 
Fair Share ($176.20), which is above and beyond the weekly parish 
upkeep. In addition to weekly support, the Fair Share, each person is 
asked to honor the Pascha and Christmas appeals, Holy Trinity’s only 
two annual appeals.   

This year we are firmly committed to establishing a more advanced 
Church School program that is consistent with our growing 
community. It must be stated now, and it cannot be stated loudly 
enough, whatever knowledge of the church our children have 
gathered over the past many years, has been mostly through the 
loving hand and dedication of Mrs Angie Bull. Nearly every week,  
Angie meets with those children who are in church that day. All of 
us at Holy Trinity extends itself in humble gratitude to Angie for her 
on-going efforts, delivered in such a quiet Christian manner, that it is 
easy to overlook. We look forward to finally be able to provide 
Angie with assistance and resources  moving forward.   
 
Last year I spoke about the concern for the future of Holy Trinity. I 
also pointed out that although I am not an alarmist by nature, and 
that prophecies of doom never come true, that God will send us 
what we need if we are prayerful, and if we are committed to 
serving him. In 2011, Our Lord  delivered mightily for us.  
 
With a basic Adult Education Class also now in place,  and more 
parishioners taking on an increased role, the parish has become 
empowered. We are now clearly beginning to understand who we 
are as a church community, and what we do. We can now more 
easily explain ourselves to any inquirer should they seek information 
about the mission of Holy Trinity.    
 
As I have pointed out seemingly every year over the past 15 I have 
been at Holy trinity, I do hope that in 2012 I will be able to be away 
from the parish from time to time, if for no other reason than to risk 
becoming stale and ineffective In fact, the community might be 
better served by hearing a different voice occasionally. 
 
In 2010, I was away from the parish one Sunday, my son’s college 
graduation. I stated, ‘never again.’ Then, last year I was away two 
Sundays, one for my nephew’s son’s baptism in Texas, the other to 
in late June to take my daughter to register for college classes. I 
have five vacation weeks in 2012. I hope to use most of them.   
 
In conclusion, please continue to support the on-going ministries at 
Holy Trinity. Your time and treasures, along with your talents, are 
vital to our parish’s continued growth, and contribute to the spirit  
of brotherly love that, truth be told, is found at our church in a very 
unique and Godly way. – Fr Marc Vranes

School Remains a Sanctuary for Haiti's Most Vulnerable Children Two Years After Earthquake 
They call it the House of Love, one of only five such special needs schools, in Haiti. Two years ago, students faced an uncertain 
future when their school, Foyer d'Amour, was severely damaged during a devastating earthquake that leveled the capital city of 
Port-au-Prince. The school staff, determined that these children's education continue, built a temporary facility across the street. 
Through the  outpouring of support for International Orthodox Christian Charities (IOCC), it has equipped the Orthodox Church-
sponsored school from teacher's salaries to basic school supplies, in order to stay open. Since the 2010 earthquake that left 300,000 
people dead and 1.5 million survivors homeless, IOCC has delivered $4 million of direct assistance in emergency food and hygiene 
items, school and sanitation reconstruction projects, and reforestation programs to help mitigate future natural disasters in Haiti.
